The 2014/2015 season has been one of
change within our lifesaving department. To
develop and grow, change is necessary in
order to improve upon the solid foundation
that this club has been built upon. Change is
a positive as it allows us to focus on how we
can improve for our members and for the
community.

We implemented the beginning of a new
phase with the trial of full day patrols, this was
adopted with the intention to make it easier

for our patrolling members to schedule patrols
around other commitments, although hesitant
in the pre -season the majority of our members
adapted to the full day format and feedback
was positive. Thank you for your support it is
our mission to make patrols a rewarding and
fun environment for you all.

This season as a team we have achieved our
aim of zero preventable deaths on Park
Beach, due to the efforts of our patrolling
members whom, through their vigilance have
upheld the high standards of the red and
yellow brigade. Our patrol members clocked
up 5360 hours keeping Park Beach safe this
season. The weather conditions and patterns
saw a resurgence in beach goers with
attendance of 18,939, a total of 124 rescues
being conducted over the season, 490
preventative actions and 24 first aid actions
being conducted by our members.

Unfortunately we received 2 patrol breaches
over the season, on both occasions due to no
shows we did not fulfill the required awards at
the start of the rostered patrol. The situation
was quickly rectified on both occasions by
calling for subs, however it highlights the
importance to our patrolling members to
ensure they have found a replacement if they
candét attend patrol
